The plants listed are all division of my own plants - all have stood the test of time, are of uniform quality, and are being offered as they grow quite well and multiply  and are occupying more space than can be allotted to them.

All plants are free of scale, mealy bugs and other disease that I am aware of.

The great majority of plants are blooming size or near blooming size, established, repotted this year in sterilized Rexius bark mix.  You will find no decomposed NZS from Hawaii covered over by a sprinkling of fresh mix. smaller division and back bulbs with new growths are reflected in the price of $10 or less--- many of the $10 plants are indeed blooming size.   They are offered at minimal cost all being of unusual species or of exceptional hybrids.   The first price refers to the described plant, the second price usually represents a smaller size division.   Those marked $5 signifies that the cost is for the pot and mix and a bit of labor, there is no real charge for the plant.   

On the day of the sale, many additional plants not listed here will be available as they become exposed when these plants are pulled for sale.

Again your cooperation in selecting plants you would be interested in before hand, will help me get them ready for you -  your satisfaction is assured. 

abbreviations:   HB - hanging baskets are 8-10" in size;    Potfull means a pot full of growths well on its way be being a specimen;      NGs = new growths.    NBS = near blooming size.
